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Investigation and Analysis of the Implementation of National Essential Medicine System in Community
Health Service Institutions of Nanjing

ABSTRACT OBIJECTIVE: To provide suggestions for the further implementation of national essential medicine system. METH-
ODS: Through questionnaire survey and interviews, the implementation of national essential medicine system was investigated in
Nanjing community health service institutions. Results of survey were analyzed by using statistical software. RESULTS: With the
implementation of the system, the medicine price in the community service instutions reduced and the prescribing behavior became
regularized. While the residents showed more satisfaction of the services, there was low satisfaction degree to National Essential
Meidicne List (Primary Health Care Institutions with the Use of Part, 2009 edition) as well as the environment and equipment.
CONCLUSIONS: To ensure the rationality of national essential medicine list, the government should select medicines by scientific
measures. It is essential to reinforce the advocacy of national essential medicine system and the construction of talent team as well

as perfect compensation mechanism for ensuring the implementation of national essential medicine system.
