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Exploration of Nurse Training about the Use of Insulin Pen in Our Hospital

ABSTRACT OBJECTIVE: To evaluate the effects of nurse training about the use of insulin pen in our hospital, and to provide
reference for future training content. METHODS: A self-designed questionnaire and training feedback were used to test the effects
of the training in order to determine new training content and direction. RESULTS: A total of 12 departments and 106 nurses partici-
pated in the training, among which 24 nurses completed the questionnaire and 12 departments finished training feedback. After the
training, the knowledge of nurses about the use of insulin pen had been greatly improved, and accuracy rate of many items was
100% ; all participants were of the view that training “a great harvest, of great help for the future"; 66.67% clinical departments
believed that pharmacists were suitable to determine training content. CONCLUSIONS: Nurse training about the use of insulin pen

obtains sound effect in our hospital, and the future training should focus on the content of drug treatment.
